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Comparing The Crucibles

The film “The Crucibles” was very similarly made to the book it was created after. The movie did a good job imitating what the story had conveyed, however in further detail. Even though the movie followed the book so accurately, the were still some differences.

I liked the way the film brought us a little deeper into every scene. The book often had the characters talk about many of the happenings, but the movie had you experience it. 

I thought the film was well made in many aspects, but I did think that many of the scenes were sometimes too drawn out and that some of the characters may have over acted in some scenes. 

For example, in the film, when John Proctor is deciding whether to choose life and to lose his good name, or to be hung and save his good name for the benefit of his wife and kids, they extend the scene much too much there. I feel as if the film produces wanted to make the audience sad for John Proctor and for Elizabeth Proctor that they stretched the length of the last scene too far for my liking. In the book, the departure and the hanging of John Proctor was quick. 

So, in the end, there are benefits and disadvantages of the differences and similarities to the film and to the book. In my opinion, they were both very well done, and I very much liked that the film stayed with the story line of the book so accurately.
